It was accepted to provide a balanced budget a precept increase of approximately 20% would be required however the general reserves were considered and the possible increase in income generation and therefore the Council were comfortable in setting a deficit budget utilising reserves and increasing the precept to £16750.00.

The Council resolved to request a precept of £16750.00 which was a 7.4%.
