1. To receive reports from Councillors. 
Cllr Lockwood reported on progress on the local plan it was hoped to complete this in 2026. The consultation would include a greenbelt consultation. 
She also reported on the Lingfield House medical centre approval from the planning inspector. 
There was a discussion on central government changes to green belt / grey belt. Cllr Lockwood reported that due to these changes the land around Crowhurst is now classified as Grey Belt.  
No other reports were available. 
Cllr Ellam reported on the Solar Farm application progress. The estimate for a planning consultant was noted with costs to evaluate the application would be in the region of £4500-£5500 plus VAT. Estimates for additional costs were also noted but would mean a fund of about £10000 would be required in total. £5000 had already been placed in ear marked reserves. 
Cllr King proposed another £5000 was moved to the solar farm ear marked reserve. Seconded by Cllr Ellam and Unanimously resolved.
